Corrado Leoni (LeoniArt) in 2017.

LeoniArt

Corrado Leoni, LeoniArt, is an Italian painter.

As a visionary artist, he has performed various personal and collective exhibitions in Italy and abroad.

His huge paintings have been supplied as permanent artworks on the ceiling of the Ship Costa Serena and
on the perimeter of Splendor, Carnival Cruise Line, whilst two visionary murals are shown today inside the
railway tunnel in Genova. After twenty years of experience as a professional photographer, during which he
performed many reportages for different Italian and international magazines, he returned to his original
passion for painting, founding LeoniArt Project.

He recently wrote two books and keep working as a video reporter for an independent Italian TV company.

In the beginning

It all began on the night of March 13th, 2017, at a personal critical time for me.
After my long experience as a photographer and painter, | had in mind to create something artistic that
could join many creative souls from all over the world, independently and without having to submit to the
aberrant commercial rules of the market.
I was looking for a kind of mutual collaboration, a desire to challenge by proposing new and alternative
spaces, trying to bring out those visions still simmering in the artistic universe, suffocated by the impositions
of galleries, where often it is not quality that reigns, but a dystopian marketing that has nothing to do with
art.
It took eighteen long months to find the first visionary artists, united by a vision of art similar to mine and
who wanted to begin this adventure. Since | wanted to do the first exhibition in a prestigious location, |
found the splendid Palazzo Doria Spinola in Genoa, headquarter of the Prefecture, as the venue for
LeoniArt Project I. Thanks to the collaboration with the Eventidamare Association, the first exhibition was
born, sponsored by the Liguria Region, the Municipality, and the Chamber of Commerce of Genoa, and
featuring 42 artists from 32 different countries. It was just the beginning of a series of events in the following
years, always with the goal of establishing the main LeoniArt Project in a prestigious and institutional
venue, each in a different country. This was followed by collateral events in the informal and alternative
spaces originally planned, called LeoniArt Drop, drops of visionary art.
Today, we are one hundred, one hundred artistic souls in the community, united by the desire to express
their emotions and their dreamlike visions to the world without profit, continuing together on a
fundamental path to send at least a signal to this increasingly adrift world. We can help it improve and, at
the same time, help ourselves become more visible and an important part of the true History of Art.

Our vision of Art

The real meaning of the Visionary Art expressed by LeoniArt and the same path followed by this community
is not easy to explain. (In the same time, on August 2025 the definition has been changed into "Visionary
and Dreamlike Art")

When we look for a right definition of an artwork, we are involved to refer to a similar art movements
already existing in the artistic scenario.

In this specific case, the first could be the Surrealism, the famous kind of Art shown as the juxtaposition of
distant realities to activate the unconscious mind. The founder Andreé Breton declared that Surrealism
resolved the previously contradictory conditions of dream and reality into an absolute redlity, a super-
reality.

Surrealist painters tried to elevate the dream-state into a higher reality, often creating illogical scenes with
strange creatures, in a symbolic transposition, probably different from the original input.

Visionary Art, as known today, is something beyond the Surrealism, it transcends the physical world and
portray a wider vision of awareness including spiritual or mystical themes.

It was born in the XVI century, with the first artworks of Hieronimuos Bosch, a dutch painter, who
represented his visions in contrast with the religious and moral restrictions of that time.

After him, many other artists created visionary paintings, like the English William Blake and the swiss
Heinrich Fussli.

Salvador Dali, considered a surrealist artist, interpreted his Visionary Art in “La visage de la guerre”, where
the brutality of the Spanish civil war was represented by a terrible face having other faces in its mouth and
eyes.

Visionary Art often carries themes of spiritual, mystical or inner awareness.

In this way, we can consider Symbolism, Cubism, Surrealism and Psychedelic art as direct precursors to
contemporary Visionary art.

It received a great influence from the Vienna School of Fantastic Realism and today it is spread into
different facets like Burning Man and Boom Festival, The Vision Train and the Interdimensional Art
Movement.

One of the main difference between Surrealism and Visionary Art is that visionary authors use all means
possible to access different states of consciousness and expose the resulting vision.

That's for me the point still distant from the Art of LeoniArt Project.

My visionary paintings come from my dreams, keeping the same scenes, same colors coming from my oneiric
status. No additives, no external potions at all, just dreams. If sometimes my artworks contain some signs or
symbols, they came from my fantasy or my involuntary sense of beauty and vision of colors.

My dreams are often prophetic, sometimes clairvoyant, and I paint exactly the scene I see in my visions.
That'’s a different kind of clairvoyance: Magritte, as surreal painter, made his artwork “La clarvoyance*
showing himself painting a bird having an egg as model. | can see a woman watching the sea from her
window and I paint the same woman as seen in my dreams.



I’'m lucky to be psychic and to receive messages from other parallel worlds. | probably obtain this gift from
my original shock happened when | was born and | was close to death. It was my apocalypse, shown in my
painting called “10:35".

For the above mentioned reasons and for the aspects that brings my art into a sort of separation from the
historical art movements called “Surrealism” and “Visionary Art” | want to consider the Art of LeoniArt
Project a pure transposition of oneiric visions into real images, keeping the same configuration, the same
view, in a total representation or, when the memory is faded, expressed by simple signs coming from
dreams. Where that visions cannot be abstracted from the unconsciousness status, they come directly from
our imaginary space hidden inside our mind.

That said, what can be the way, the tool that can transform our thoughts and our emotions into an artwork?
Originally there were only our hands, our manual creative ability, aided by simple natural pigments, colors,
with the help of brushes, pencils, spatulas.

Then photography, the computer and today artificial intelligence came, but which is the limit?

In my opinion, as long as the human being is able to create completely an artwork, recognizing it as an
exact representation of his own thought, he will be the artist, and they will be his painting or his
photograph. Conversely, if he is limited to having to choose from a series of images, a limited sequence of
digital creations born from an algorithm, in order to express himself, the artist will become a victim of the
world in which he found himself living.

For this reason, in LeoniArt Project, in addition to photographic images, even the most elaborate ones,
works born from Artificial Intelligence software will also be accepted, where that the author's intervention is
predominant and the he can eventually recognize it as an exact copy of his original vision.

Of course, this cannot happen with a simple keyboard question and a mouse click.
